Terminology

Big mind:  
awareness and acceptance of varied perspectives, realities, truths among a diverse group of people; integrating these concepts in working toward a common goal or outcome

Call and response:
when one person calls out a word, phrase, or sound, and has one or more people repeat it back in unison

Ensemble:  

individuals working cohesively and creatively as a group toward a desired outcome or purpose

Free writing:  
putting the pen to paper and letting it flow, non-stop, without judgment or censorship of concepts, ideas, or images

Focus:  

actively directing and concentrating your attention on a specific person, object, event, or purpose

Improvise:  

creating and responding on impulse; spontaneous, original, non-scripted action, sound, movement, or phrase

Metaphor:  

making a comparison without using the words "like" or "as," usually between two very different concepts or ideas, i.e., her hands are woven basket

Simile:  

making a comparison by using the words "like" or "as," usually between two very different concepts or ideas, i.e., night time is like a long, sad sigh

Sensory details:  
remembering a detail or memory by its texture, tone, color, taste, smell, sound, or feeling; a specific memory rooted in its sensual form

Stream of consciousness:  verbally tapping into an uninhibited stream of ideas, thoughts, images, and feelings through intensive word association, rhythm, and rhyme
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
