Terminology

Rhythm: 

a regular or orderly repeating sound or movement

Ostinato: 

a persistently repeated melodic or rhythmic figure

Orchestra: 

a large group of musicians that play together using various instruments

Onomatopoeia: 
a word that makes a natural sound

Dynamics:  

loud and soft, long and short

Timber:  

vocal quality (high, low, squeaky)

Fugue: 

a composition in which a theme is started and imitated in turn by different voices and developed according to a set pattern

Counter point:  
music in which two or more melodic lines are sounded simultaneously

Poem: 

a verbal composition designed to convey experiences, ideas and emotions

Rhyme: 

words that sound alike; regular corresponding sounds at the end of a line

Harmony: 

a pleasing combination of tones and sounds considered pleasing to the ear

Lyric: 

poetry in song form
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
