Terminology

Abstract:  

art that uses forms with no particular visual subject
Conceptual:  
art that relies on an idea to communicate a condition
Line:  

a mark with meaning

Negative space:  
space representing the forms of areas outside the object of the viewer’s attention
Organic forms:  
complicated shapes of which all visible things are comprised; usually a conglomeration of plastic shapes (e.g., a splash, a human figure)
Perspective:  
the recognition of the pushing forward and pulling away attributes of a 3D form
Plastic Forms: 
the basic shapes of which all visible forms are comprised (e.g., squares, circles, triangles)

Positive Space:  
space that represents the form of objects as viewed

Proportion:  
the relating of forms to make a logical representation

Representational:  art that concretely represents a recognizable subject

Symbolism:  
a representation that may be a metaphor for another particular version
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
