Terminology

Analogous Color: 
colors which are next to each other on the color wheel
Collage:  

art of arranging materials on a surface to form a composition
Color Wheel: 
circle of colors of the light spectrum that show how hues are related in the world of art

Complementary Colors:  colors which are directly opposite each other on the wheel
Composition:  
the arrangement of shapes and forms within a format
Glazing:   

translucent, transparent application of paint
Impasto:  

thick, heavily applied paint
Negative Shape: 
the remaining, passive area surrounding the positive shape

Opaque:   

not transparent or translucent
Perspective:  
picturing objects so as to show relative distance and depth

Primary Colors:  
red, blue, yellow

Secondary Colors:  the colors created by mixing any two of the primaries
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
