Terminology

Beat:  

A moment or measure of stage time with a distinct beginning, middle, and end.

Dialogue:  

Words actors use in talking to one another to implement and build the reality created on stage; verbalization growing organically out of the life of the scene.

Focus:   

Actively directing and concentrating attention on a specific person, object, or event within the stage reality.

Freeze:   

Complete physical suspension.

Gibberish:  

Nonsense syllables substituted for real words.

Improvise:  

To spontaneously create.

Narrate:  

To speak in the third person, essay style, to describe what is happening.

Simultaneous rap:  
For all players to speak at the same time.

Space:  

Area within the perimeter of a stage or room. Also refers to the imaginary circumstances created between players.
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
