Elements of Composition:  color, shape, value, line, texture, movement, unity
Geometric Shape: 
shape composed of lines, angles, circles, triangles and easily measured forms
Mask:  

a cover or partial cover worn over the face as a means of disguise or transformation

Mola “stories on cloth:” The Cuna word for cloth; traditionally molas were worn by women and served as a safeguard or a preserver of traditions that were handed down from generation to generation
Negative: 

area in a print left open, usually representing background space

Organic Shapes: 
free forms, shapes having loose, fluid, or irregular form as in nature; clouds, pebbles, flowers
Positive: 

the main subject that is usually printed

Silk Screen: 

stretched piece of silk on a wood frame; a block-out is created and ink is pushed through the silk in the open areas

Symmetry:  

both sides of the composition are equal to each other
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
