Terminology

Brainstorm: 

to quickly come up with ideas or suggestions

Collaborate: 

to work together, to share in the creation of a work of art

Cue: 

a bit of text, movement or music that is the signal for the beginning of a performer’s speech or movement, or for the working of light and sound effects

Downstage: 

the area of the stage that is closest to the audience

Ensemble: 

individuals who work as a unit in a performance

Free-writing: 

a way of writing in which everything that comes into the writer’s mind is written down without censoring, creating a written record of her free flowing thoughts, memories, feelings and associations

Improvise: 

to compose and perform on the spur of the moment without any preparation

Metaphor: 

a comparison made without using the words “like” or “as”, i.e., the moon is a magician

Rehearsal: 

a practice performance of a theatrical work in preparation for a public performance

Script: 

a copy of the words that will be said on stage by performers

Simile: 

a comparison that uses the words “like” or “as”, i.e., the sky is like a velvet curtain.

Stage left: 

the performer’s left when facing the audience

Stage right: 

the performer’s right when facing the audience

Unison: 

when two or more people perform movement or words at the same time in the same way

Upstage: 

the area towards the back of the stage
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
