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Terminology

Costumes: 

the clothes that actors wear on stage

Creative drama: 
dramatic play; a form of drama where students are led through exercises that encourage them to explore different ways to use their bodies, voices, and imaginations to create characters and scenes

Improvisation:  
to act out a scene of a story spontaneously, using your own words instead of a script
Pantomime/mime: communicating ideas with your body without the use of your voice or real objects

Projection:  

speaking so that your voice can be heard clearly at a distance

Prop:  

an object that an actor uses in a scene
Scene:   

action that happens on stage at a particular time and place. A scene has a beginning, middle, and end
Scenery:   

a painted or constructed background to show where the story takes place
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
