Terminology

Form: 
the arrangement and organization of the five elements (color, value, line, shape, and texture) to create unity

3-dimensional art:  
appears to have length, depth, and shape

2-dimensional art:  
flat surface and no depth

Perspective:  

placing or drawing objects in relation to each other to create depth and distance

Movement:  

something that creates motion or is showing activity

Realism: 

the practice of representing things as they are; true to their nature

Abstract:  

achieving its effect through shape and color rather than by its reality

Interpretation: 
explain the meaning of something

Space: 

artists use the term to describe the interval, or measurable distance

Shape: 

an area that stands out from the space because of a defined boundary and/or because of a difference in value, color or texture/pattern; shapes can be two-dimensional, three dimensional, geometric or organic

Color: 

the character of a surface that reflects certain wavelengths of light and absorbs other wavelengths of light
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
